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HEADLINES OF THE MONTH

ALGERIA: Since the beginning of Ramadan, the al-Qaeda Organisation in the Islamic Magreb has
killed 17 members of the security corps and it has committed an attack against foreign interests in
the country.

CHAD - CENTRAL AFRICAN R.: Human Rights Watch reports serious human rights violations
against civil population perpetrated by the armed groups and armed forces in their respective
countries.

DR CONGO: New clashes take place between the armed forces and the militias of the Tutsi
dissident general Laurent Nkunda, resulting in the breaking of the truce.

NEPAL: Communal violence increases in Terai after armed groups from the region commit several
bomb attacks in the capital of the country.

NIGERIA (NIGER DELTA): The armed group MEND declares that the truce initiated four months
ago is broken, after the detention in Angola of one of its main leaders.

PALESTINE — ISRAEL.: Israeli military incursions in Gaza provoke the death of several civilians after
Israel declared the Gaza Strip as hostile territory and threatened with ending the supply of electricity
and fuel.

THE PHILIPPINES: The opposition armed group NPA rejects an amnesty offered by the
Government.

AFGHANISTAN: The Government recognises that it has made rapprochements to the Taliban that
could lead to peace talks.

CYPRUS: The meeting between the Turkish-Cypriot and Greek-Cypriot political leaders to reactivate
the conflict resolution process ends without progress amidst mutual recriminations for its failure.
EAST TIMOR: The fifth session of hearings of the Commission of Truth and Friendship starts amidst
a context of opposition to the work of this entity by a part of the civil society and the UN.

ERITREA — ETHIOPIA: Ethiopia warns about a potential breaking-off of the agreement that ended
the war with Eritrea, by which the sides compromised to accept the resulting border demarcation that
has not been implemented yet.

GEORGIA: The President asks for a total review of Abkhazia and South Ossetia peace processes,
including the UN observer mission.

LEBANON: The voting for a new President is postponed after the assassination of a parliamentarian
from the anti-Syria coalition.

MALI — NIGER: The reactivation of Tuareg insurgency in the north of Niger and Mali leads to the
collaboration of both countries in security issues despite the lack of recognition of the existence of
Tuareg armed groups by the Governments.

MEXICO: The Revolutionary Popular Army claims responsibility for the four attacks against pipelines
and demands the handing over of its two disappeared militants.

MYANMAR: The social protests held by tens of thousands in several cities of the country are
severely suppressed by the military Government, resulting in hundreds of people wounded and
detained as well as in nine deaths.

PAKISTAN: The Government expels former Primer Minister Sharif after his arrival to the country
following seven years of exile.

SERBIA (KOSOVO): The negotiating teams of Kosovo and Serbia maintain their opposed positions
while meetings under the international mediation continue.

SOMALIA: A new coalition is created by several sectors of the Somali opposition against the
Transitional Federal Government and Ethiopian troops, and which considers both the diplomatic and
the armed struggle options.
