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• CHINA (TIBET): The international community urges the Chinese government to show restraint and 
initiate dialogue following the death of around 140 people and the detention of more than 600, 
according to the Tibetan government in exile. 

• COMOROS: UN troops and Comoros army invade the island of Anjouan in order to capture the rebel 
leader Mohamed Bacar, who flees to the French island of Mayotte from where he asks for asylum.

• DR CONGO: Tens of people die in the offensive of the security forces against the political and 
religious sect Bundu Dia Kongo in the Bas Congo province.

• IRAQ: The Iraqi army launches an offensive in Basora against the shia Mahdi Army, which had 
renewed its ceasefire recently.

• MALI: The conflict between government and tuareg groups resumes, despite the Libyan mediation, 
with a new attack against a military convoy and the kidnapping of more than 30 soldiers.

• MOROCCO – WESTERN SAHARA: The forth round of negotiations between the Morocco’s 
government and the POLISARIO Front.

• ARMENIA-AZERBAIJAN (NAGORNO-KARABAKH): Tension increases between both countries 
following a clash with at least 10 deaths and a controversial non-binding UN resolution urging 
Armenia to withdraw from Nagorno-Karabakh. 

• BURUNDI: South African mediation in the talks between the government and the FNL foresees the 
resumption of the peace process in May, while the AU warns on the worsening of the ceasefire 
violations. 

• CÔTE D’IVOIRE: One year after the signing of the Ouagadougou agreements, there is no date for 
elections yet, while the DDR process and the identification of the population continue to face serious 
difficulties. 

• EGYPT: Few weeks ahead of the local elections, the government intensifies the arrest of members 
of the opposition party Muslim Brotherhood, who states that more than 90% of their candidates have 
been rejected.

• GEORGIA (ABKHAZIA) – RUSSIA: Tension increases in both countries with the withdrawal of 
Russia from CIS sanctions to Abkhazia and the Georgian announcement of proposals on total reform 
of their approach to the conflict. 

• PALESTINE: Authorities from Fatah discredit the agreement on reconciliation signed by Hamas in 
Yemen.

• SERBIA – KOSOVO: A UN policemen dies and more than a hundred people are wounded in 
clashes between the international forces and Kosovo Serbs demonstrators in Mitrovica, while the 
Serbian government presents a proposal on the division of Kosovo.

• THE PHILIPPINES: The MILF gathers tens of thousands of people to reach a consensus on their 
strategy for the next months and to press the government on the peace process.

• TURKEY (SOUTHEAST): The government announces a plan on economic investment in 
southeastern Turkey to counteract social support to the PKK, while the armed group demands a 
negotiated solution to the conflict. 

• WESTERN AFRICA: The rise in food and fuel prices lead to violent demonstrations in several 
countries of the region. 

• YEMEN: Al-Houthi supporters warn on the non-fulfilment of the Doha agreement by the government. 
• ZIMBABWE: International organizations, civilians and opposition parties denounce fraud attempts by 

President Mugabe in the elections, as well as intimidations acts and direct attacks against members 
of opposition and human rights activists.
